These	games	are	sometimes	called	problem-solving	games	instead	of	puzzle	games,	since	there's
typically	a	lot	of	flexibility	when	it	comes	to	solutions.	Even	the	slowest,	ugliest	machine	will	eventually	deliver;	the	difficulty	is	in	the	optimization	(which	makes	these	games	fun	to	play	with	friends,	since	they	compare	scores	across	your	friend's	list).	The	game	also	lets	you	export	gifs	of	your	solution,	so	you	can	show	other	people	who	don't
understand.	Unfortunately,	while	broadly	true,	the	"Flexibility"	in	solutions	has	never	been	less	true	than	this	time	around.	Rather	than	abstract	representations	of	things	(like	in	Opus	Magnum),	the	products	are	very	specific	objects	and	items,	that	must	be	assembled	in	just	such	a	way.	There	are	still	better	and	worse	solutions,	but	the	creativity	is
severely	limited	by	the	necessary	order	of	operations.	It's	also	limited	by	the	game's	relative	ease.	This	is	not	a	difficult	game	(save	for	the	final	puzzle,	which	took	me	two	whole	hours),	which	makes	it	a	good	on-boarding	point	if	you've	never	heard	of	these	games	before,	but	a	bit	disappointing	if	you've	already	played	their	back	catalog	and	were
hoping	for	something	meatier.
